C) The organisation of Panzer Kompanie 224

Held a total of 17 old French tanks, some of them survivors from Normandy. They were inserted piecemeal to aid KG von Tettau, but the problem is that the surviving tanks were moved to the battle-hardened KG ‘Schultz’ and KG ‘Eberwein’ sometime around the 23rd or 24th; 

-Where special ‘tank-protection’ squads were formed by soldiers armed with SMG’s and reinforced with FO teams.
According to the numbers I’ve seen on-line they had the following tanks:

14x Flammpz. B2(f)

But, I have only found 13 of the tanks mentioned along special units, while Kershaw places the surviving 8 in KG von Tettau during the reduction of the ‘cauldron’ during September 20-26…

F) The missing Panthers? (And other tanks in ‘The Island’)
There were 8-10 German Panther-tanks fighting in ‘The Island’, there are even pictures of two of them after they had been knocked out. Kershaw places them with KG Knaust as “HG tanks”, while different internet sites places them in 9th or 10th SS. Based on my research on axishistory.com and network54.com, my bet is that they are 9th SS panzers, arriving from Germany and place under command of Frundsberg to tackle the XXX Corps.
But the deployment of German tanks and SP guns in ‘The Island’ causes some troubles. The majority of them were placed under command of KG Knaust (even the Koeningstiger of 3./s.Pz.Abt. 506) arriving from Arnhem when the bridge was cleared, but they were scattered among the various German units fighting in the area. –Maybe we should scatter the Panthers above and 3./s.Pz.Abt. 506 among the BGs in that area?
G) Pz.Abt. 506
We can either place the Companies from this unit they were historically, as I’ve done in this list, or we can keep the Maxis idea and field them as an independent unit with their own infantry. Quote from Steve McClaire on the Matrix forum: “s.Pz.Abt. 506 has it's own BG because they are a concentrated armored force that arrives together, and giving them a BG lets the German player control where they go.”

H) Other AFV’s

During this research I have been struck by the lack of some of the German SPG-types in the OOB; -I have only found StuG III in the StuG. Brig. 280, and no mentions of Marders or other SPG. Reading Kershaw is somewhat a mirror of American descriptions of WW II; -All SP guns are StuG III (although Kershaw only speaks of JagdPz VI) I know for a fact that the fully equipped Panzer Regiments of II SS Pz Corps had StuG companies, but right now I don’t know if any had survived the battles in Normandy (I will read Reynolds description of Market Garden again to se what I can find.)
